	School Plan During Current COVID Restrictions
	Downfield Primary School has been open since Thursday 7th January for children of Key workers and identified children with vulnerabilities.  Since August 2020, the school has been preparing for the eventuality of either blended or remote learning.  Inset days and staff training sessions have been taking place, focusing on digital learning strategies to support pupils and families in their home learning.  Pupil engagement with home learning is being tracked.  If the school has not heard from a family, they will be in touch to see how everyone is and offer help and advice.  The school’s Support for Learning Team have been regularly phoning families, inviting some parents/carers in for chats and to help support them in how they can support their children.  K. Emmett thanked parents for their continuing support.  Staff are also very positive and focused. 
P1-3

Teachers are in school on a split week basis (1 teacher at the start of the week, and the other at the end of the week.)  On one of the days they focus on jointly planning.  Teachers are working a regular school day, therefore, if families are completing tasks in the evenings, because of other commitments during the day, all questions and comments will be picked up by staff the following morning.  The school is asking that pupils complete the basic Literacy, Numeracy and curricular tasks.  There are lots of lessons families can watch together.
P4-7

All home learning is being shared via Microsoft Teams.  Teachers are in school alternate weeks.  This means one teacher teaches the children in school from their year group, and the other teaches the children at home, from their home, or online at school.

All classes provide 3 online lessons a day (Maths, Literacy and another curricular area.)  It is essential that these tasks are completed each day.  There is a Q&A at the end of each day for any children needing further input from the day’s lessons.
Feedback from Parents during last lockdown

During last lockdown, the school asked for feedback from parents.  The school listened and the following was decided:
There are some ‘live’ or recorded lessons and SWAY/Powerpoint lessons.

Teachers are now providing feedback on aspects of the week’s learning.

There are opportunities to seek help and advice is offered.

Teams Meetings for P4-7 children are taking place to give the pupils a chance to catch up as a whole class with their teacher and discuss their learning.

Online Assemblies are continuing.

A new survey will be sent out to all parents very soon.
