	The school has a very strong restorative approach in place and veer away from punishment exercises. This is about children taking responsibility for their actions and finding ways to fix things (letters of apology, owning up etc.)  The school makes sure children are well supported in this process.

Nurture Groups – These have evolved.  At the moment there are two groups in the school – P1-2 and P4-5.  The groups very much depend upon where the need is in the school.  Some interventions are very targeted and directed, for example, the P6-7 Life Skills Group.  This is to help equip older pupils with the skills required for when they are older. At the moment they are looking at managing money.  The relationship with staff is crucial.  The children are usually very open and honest.
